4. Public Comments: 
Lee Mason raised issue of Ambrose requesting funds from Henkel for replacement of stove for community center when Ambrose just approved a new budget half million dollar budget. He noted that 97% of which goes to administrative cost and only 3% for recreation activities.
Glen Johnson spoke about the many years his wife has dedicated to the community volunteering in her neighborhood. He encouraged others to step up and do the same.

5. Agency Reports. The MAC received the following reports:

a. CCC Sheriff’s Office – Lt. O’Mary – Lt. O’Mary reported that crime stats had dropped 55% since 2015. He contributes this to proactive patrolling and agency and community collaboration. They ordered bikes for the bike rodeo and medals for the running club. He and Joe Losado sit on a Ad-hoc illegal dumping task force as such he has been invited to be on a panel at a future symposium. He hopes to gather more information about cameras for the Bay Point community.
b. Code Enforcement – Joe Losado – Joe reported there were 22 new cases, 22 closed they still 121 current cases. The Pullman Dr. clean up of abated homes has happened, also the Fairview property that had become a junkyard. 88 Harbor had been cleaned and sold as well as 95 Crivella Dr.. They have recently red tagged some “hoarder homes”.
c. Supervisor Glover – Vincent Manuel – Gave a power point which was a 2019 recap of Bay Point activities. He said we would look at another clean up in late spring. He was asked about the progress of the new fire station and if it was related to Pacheco’s fire station. The homeless camp on Goble Dr. was also brought up. He also said that East Bay Regional Park was planning a ribbon cutting in April at the Bay Point shoreline. The storage facility is moving forward and will probably be back for MAC comment. There is another project being considered for Canal Road which will be coming to the MAC.
d. Golden State Water – Tina Gonzalez – new pipeline on Gerald Court
