AND 

COMMISSARY PRIVILEGES 

 

When you are awarded a PERMANENT 100% service-connected disability rating by the U.S. 

Department of Veterans Affairs, you will be eligible for commissary privileges.  When you are 

awarded a 100% service-connected disability rating by the U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs, 

you will be eligible for property tax exemption.  To obtain these benefits, you should take the 

following steps: 
 

Step 1.   

 Contact the VA Regional Office, Oakland at 1-800-827-1000. 

 Explain that you need a “Tax Exempt” letter (must be 100% service connected) 

and a “Commissary” letter (must be 100% service connected permanent and 

total).  It may take 2 weeks to receive these letters. 
 

Property Tax Exemption 
 

 When you receive the “Property Tax Exemption” letter, you will need to contact 

the Contra Costa County Assessors’ Office at 925-313-7471 or 925-313-7472.  

Explain that you are a 100% service connected disabled Veteran and request the 

tax exemption application. 

 You will be required to re-apply each year for the property tax exemption.  Also, 

you must notify the Contra Costa County Assessors’ Office if your rating drops 

below the 100% level. 
 

Commissary Privileges 
 

 When you receive the “Commissary” letter, you will need to contact one of the 

facilities listed below to make an appointment to obtain your military ID card.  

Explain that you are a permanent and totally rated (100%) disabled Veteran and 

you want to obtain a Commissary ID Card.
